Bandura Program at St. Petro Mohyla Institute – August 6 -19, 2012
St. Petro Mohyla Institute (SPMI) is pleased to announce that it will be offering a two week summer musical program devoted to learning the bandura and Ukrainian choral music.  The program will be directed by maestro Victor Mishalow, renowned Toronto based musician and teacher of Ukrainian culture and language.  Please see http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Victor_Mishalow for his biography, awards and list of recordings.

This two-week program designed for teenaged learners (13 and older) provides approximately eight hours of daily group instruction.  While learning to play the bandura will be the primary focus, students will have the opportunity to play the flute (sopilka) and the dulcimer (tsymbaly), along with learning Ukrainian language, folk songs and customs, Ukrainian history and Ukrainian liturgical hymns.  Evening events may include dances, movies, concerts, and a talent night.  While details concerning a final concert remain to confirmed, including singing responses at a Divine Liturgy, it is anticipated that the students will also have the opportunity to perform at the annual Folk Festival in Saskatoon.  

All students will be housed at SPMI.  Optional amenities can be arranged as per the website – www.mohyla.ca/cultural.php.

The costs for this two-week program include the following:

1.) Non-refundable registration fee of $125.00

2.) Tuition fee $715.00 per student

3.) Bandura rental fee $50.00 (SPMI has 20 Banduras to rent)  

4.) Optional amenities can be arranged as per the website – www.mohyla.ca/cultural.php 

The basic tuition fee covers accommodation, meals, and music instructional materials.
